
2010 Town and Country Days Parade Information

Thank you for your interest in the 2010 Lake Mills Town and Country Days Parade.  The parade will begin at 10:30 on Saturday, June 26.  Line-up will be at the south end of Main Street near Lake Mills High School and on East Lake Park Place.  Please be at the parade line-up area no later than 10:00 AM.  You will be informed of your position in the parade at the line-up site.  The parade will proceed north on Main Street, turn right onto Prospect, and disband at Prospect Elementary School.

The theme for this year’s parade is Sports.  Whether you play on one of our local teams or cheer them on, get them entered in the parade.  Sports enthusiasts of all kind are encouraged to participate in the parade this year by showing your colors.  Whether your colors are blue and gold, Columbia blue and white, red and white or green and gold, let’s make this another great parade.  (Blue and gold or purple need not apply - just kidding!)  There are a few rules that, when followed, will ensure a safe and enjoyable parade for both participants and spectators.

· All float entries must have a working fire extinguisher on board the float or readily accessible in the vehicle pulling the float.  This is a new state statute.  A copy of this is available at the Chamber Office.  

· No throwing of candy or other items from floats or vehicles.  This is a police ordinance and was written with the safety of spectators in mind.  Too often, children run into the street to get the candy without first looking to see if anything is coming.  Mini-cars and motorcycles frequently do maneuvers during the parade.  Animals can be startled.  If you wish to hand out candy, please have walkers hand it to the children along the parade route.
· No use of confetti machines, squirt-guns, super-soakers, or similar items.  There are units/vehicles in the parade that require dry pavement on which to perform/maneuver.  Our contracts with many paid units stipulate dry pavement.  Please help us honor those agreements.

· No consumption of alcoholic beverages at the line-up site or anywhere along the parade route.
· Animal entries must complete a Permit Application Waver.  These forms are available at the Lake Mills City Office and must be complete at least one week prior to the parade date.  It is the animal owner’s responsibility to clean up after the animals along the parade route.
· Please help keep the parade moving.  To prevent gaps in the parade, we ask that you keep up with the unit in front of your entry.  If the unit in front of yours is not moving for some reason, feel free to do a demonstration or routine if applicable to your entry.  Once the unit in front of yours starts to move again, please continue on. 

There is a $25 parade entry fee for any non-chamber business that wishes to place an entry in the parade.  This fee does not apply to private individuals, businesses that are currently Chamber members, non-profit organizations, churches, youth organizations, service organizations, fire departments or schools.  (John Smith wishes to enter his antique tractor in the parade - no fee required.  Ed Jones is running for public office and enters the parade - fee required.)

Although there is no entry fee for most units in the parade, we are accepting donations for the parade this year.  Due to the economic conditions, many of the businesses that regularly contribute to sponsor parade units have needed to reduce their contributions.  The Chamber of Commerce will be happy to accept any amount that you might care to donate so that we can continue to provide the citizens of Lake Mills and their guests and visitors with a great Town and Country Days Parade.
